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Vocabulary
amphibian
They live the first part of their lives in the water and the last part on the land. When they hatch from their eggs, amphibians have gills so they can breathe in the water. They also have fins to help them swim, just like fish.
animal
Animals are living things. ..Unlike plants, which make their own food, animals feed themselves by eating plants or other animals.
bird
An animal with feathers.
body parts
The parts that make up the body.
carnivore
A carnivore is an animal that gets food from killing and eating other animals.
diet
The food and drink that a person or animal usually takes in.
fish
An animal that lives in water and has fins for swimming and gills for breathing. Fish are cold-blooded animals with skeletons inside their bodies.
habitat
A habitat is the home of an animal or a plant.
herbivore
A herbivore is an animal that gets its energy from eating plants, and only plants.
human
A man, woman, child or person. A human being.
mammal
A mammal is an animal that breathes air, has a backbone, and grows hair at some point during its life.
omnivore
An omnivore is a kind of animal that eats either other animals or plants.
reptile
A cold-blooded animal (as a snake, lizard, turtle, or alligator) that breathes air and usually has the skin covered with scales or bony plates.
sense
Senses are touch, smell, taste, sight and hearing.
